e Recommend descriptions and terms for each award.

e Recommend nominees for various forms of recognition under the auspices of the Canadian
Medical Association.

e Transfer nominees within award categories if a nominee is a suitable candidate for another

The Subcommittee will consist of a minimum of six (6) and no more than eight (8) members of the
NBMS, including the Chair. The Subcommittee will include at least one (1) member from the Advocacy
and Engagement Committee.

The Chair only votes in the event of a tie.

The NBMS CEO will be ex-officio, non-voting member of the Subcommittee.

The Subcommittee has the authority to recommend a non-member of the NBMS where there is a
need for specific expertise. This individual may be a voting member.

Board.

The Committee will meet at least once (1) per year and report regularly to the Advocacy and
Engagement Committee with respect to its activities.

Quorum is the majority of voting members of the Committee.
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
